Gospel Reflection

Lighthouses, Ancho& Harbours

This week’s Gospel passage sounds like
every teacher’s worst nightmare, Jesus
and the apostles head off on a mini break,
only to find on arrival that the crowds
have not only worked out where they're
going but have managed to get there
before them! Jesus being the guy he is,
resigns himself to the fact that the
holiday won't be happening and gets on
with teaching them. Those of us who
have had the experience of turning up at a resort
only to find that a family from school are there too
are unlikely to have responded like this.

Mark 6:30-34

This passage is the prelude to the “Feeding of the
5,000", so it really was no holiday but the intention
was a good one. We know that God wants us to
rest; He told us in the 31 commandment — you must
rest on the Sabbath. Given the amount of “holiday”
teachers and (most) support staff get, we should be
very good at resting but we aren’t always, are we?

Whilst no one will be advocating any “winding
down” in the last week of term, once we get to the
holiday, it is vital that we rest and do it well.
